Director General or Special Director General or Director
General, CPWD, as aforesaid, should act as arbitrator and if for any reason that is not
possible, the matter shall not be referred to arbitration at all.

The cost of the reference and of the award (including
the fees, if any, of the arbitrator) shall be in the discretion of the arbitrator who may direct
to any by whom and in what manner, such costs or any part thereof shall be paid and fix
or settle the amount of costs to be so paid.

He shall be responsible for any accidents or damages caused due to
construction and subsequent maintenance of the wells and shall restore the ground
to its original condition after the wells are dismantled on completion of the work.

which it was issued. The Divisional Engineer shall be the sole judge to determine the
liability of the contractor and its extent in this regard and his decision shall be final and
binding on the contractor.

The plant and machinery as stipulated above will be issued as and when available and if
required by the contractor. The contractor shall arrange his programme of work according
to the availability of the plant and machinery and ne claim, whatsoever, will be entertained
from him for any deifay in supply by the Department.

The hire charges shall be recovered at the prescribed rates from and inclusive of the date
the plant and machinery made over upto and inclusive of the date of the return in good
order even though the same may not have been working for any cause except major
breakdown due to no fault of the contractor or faully use requiring more than three working
days continuously (excluding intervening holidays and Sundays) for bringing the plant in
order. The contractor shall immediately intimate in writing to the Engineer-in-Charge
when any plant or machinery gets out of order requiring major repairs as aforesaid. The
Engineer-in-Charge shall record the date and time of receipt of such intimation in the [og
sheet of the plant or machinery. Based on this, if the breakdown before lunch period or
major breakdown will be computed considering half a day's breakdown on the day of
complaint. If the breakdown occurs in the post lunch period of major breakdown will be
computed starting from the next working day. In case of any dispute under this clause,
the decision of the Superintending Engineer shall be final and binding on the contractor.

The hire charges shown above are for each day of 8 hours (inclusive of the one hourlunch
break) or part thereof.

Hire charges will inctude service of operating staff as required and also supply of lubricating
oil and stores for cleaning purposes. Power fuel of approved type, firewood, kerosene oil
etc. for running the plant and machinery and also the full time chowkidar for guarding the
plant and machinery against any loss or damage shall be arranged by the contractor
who shall be fully responsible for the safeguard and security of plant and machinery. The
contractor shall on or before the supply of plant and machinery sign an agreement
indemnifying the Department against any loss or damage caused to the plant and
machinery either during transit or at site of work.

Ordirarily, no plant and machinery shall work for more than 8 hours a day inclusive of one
hour lunch break. In case of an urgent work however, the Engineer-in-Charge may, at his
discretion, allow the plant and machinery to be worked for more than normal period of 8
hours a day. In that case, the hourly hire charges for overtime to be borne by the contractor
shall be 50% more than the normal proportionate hourly charges (1/8th of the daily
charges) subject to a minimum of haif day’s normal charges on any particular day. For
working out hire charges for over time, a period of haif an hour and above will be charged
as one hour and a period of less than half an hour will be ignored.

The piant and machinery once issued to the contractor shall not be returned by him on
account of lack of arrangements of labour and materials, etc. on his part, the same will
be returned only when they are reguired for major repairs or when in the opinion of the
Engineer-in-Charge, the work or a portion of work for which the same was issued is
completed.

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{x) Log Book for recording the hours of daily work for each of the plant and machinery
supplied to the contractor will be maintained by the Department and will be countersigned
by the contractor or his authorized agent daily. In case the contractor contests the
correctness of the entries and/or fails to sign the Log Baok, the decision of the Engineer-
in-Charge shali be final and binding on him. Hire charges will be calculated according
to the entries in the Log Book and will be binding on the contractor. Recovery on
account of hire charges for road rollers shall be made for the minimum number of days
worked out on the assumption that a roller can consolidate per day and maximum
quantity of materials or area surfacing as noted against each in the annexed statement
(see attached annexure).

decision of the Engineer-In-Charge as recorded in the site order book and measurement
recorded checked/test checked in Measurement Books shall be final and binding on the
contractor.

In case of a
Company, the Pact must be signed by a representative duly authorized by board resolution.

(4) Should one or several provisions of this Pact turn out to be invalid; the remainder of this Pact remains
valid. In this case, the parties will strive to come to an agreement to their original intensions.

(5) lItis agreed term and condition that any disputé or difference arising between the parties with regard to the
terms of this Integrity Agreement/ Pact, any action taken by the Owner/Principal in accordance with this
Integrity Agreement/ Pact or interpretation thereof shall not be subject to arbitration.

Article 8- LEGAL AND PRIOR RIGHTS

All rights and remedies of the parties hereto shall be in addition to all the other legal rights and remedies
belonging to such parties under the Contract and/cr law and the same shall be deemed to be cumulative and
not alternative to such legal rights and remedies aforesaid.

1. Suitable scaffolds should be provided for workmen for all works that cannot safely be done from the 1.
ground, or from solid construction except such short period work as can be done safely from ladders.
When a ladder is used, an extra mazdoor shall be engaged for holding the ladder and if the ladder is
used for carrying materials as well suitable footholds and hand-hold shall be provided on the ladder and
the ladder shall be given an inclination not steeper than %4 to 1(1 horizontal and 1 vertical.)

2. Scaffolding of staging more than 3.6 m (12ft.) above the ground or floor, swung or suspended from an )
overhead support or erected with stationary support shall have a guard rail propetly attached or bolted, 2
braced and otherwise secured at least 90 cm. (3ft.) high above the floor or platform of such scaffolding or :
staging and extending along the entire length of the outside and ends there of with only such opening as
may be necessary for the delivery of materials. Such scaffolding or staging shall be so fastened as to
prevent it from swaying from the building or structure.

3.  Working platforms, gangways and stairways should be so constructed that they should not sag unduly
or unequally, and if the height of the platform or the gangway or the stairway is more than 3.6 m (12ft.)

6. (a) Excavationand Trenching - All trenches 1.2 m. {4ft.} or mare in depth, shall at all times be supplied 6 (&
with at least one ladder for each 30 m. (100 ft.) in length or fraction thereof, Ladder shall extend from
bottom of the trench to at least 90 cm. (3ft.) above the surface of the ground. The side of the
trenches which are 1.5 m. (5ft.) or more in depth shall be stepped back to give suitable slope or
securely held by timber bracing, so as to avoid the danger of sides collapsing. The excavated
materials shall not be placed within 1.5 m. (5ft.) of the edges of the trench or half of the depth of the I
trench whichever is more.

contractor shall ensure that the following safety measure are adhered to :-

(@ Entry for workers into the line shalt not be allowed except under supervision of the JE or any
other higher officer.

{b) Atleast 5 to 6 manholes upstream and downstream should be kept open for at least 2to 3
hours before any man is allowed to enter into the manhole for working inside.

(vil} Cases of lead poisoning and suspected lead poisoning shall be notified and shall be subsequently
verified by medical man appointed by competent authority of C.P.W.D/PWD(DA).

(vii) C.P.W.D./PWD (DA) may require, when necessary medical examination of workers.

(ix) Instructions with regard to special hygienic precautions to be taken in the painting trade shall be
distributed to working painters.

When the work is done near any place where there is risk of drowning, all necessary equipments should
he provided and kept ready for use and all necessary steps taken for prompt rescue of any person in
danger and adequate provision, should be made for prompt first aid treatment of all injuries likely to be
obtained during the course of the work.

Use of haisting machines and tackle including their attachments, ancheorage and supports shall conform
to the following standards or conditions :-

{ii {a) These shall be of good mechanical construction, sound materials and adequate strength and
free from patent defects and shall be kept repaired and in goed working order.

(b) Every rope used in hoisting or lowering materials or as a means of suspension shall be of
durable quality and adequate strength, and free from patent defects.

(i Every crane driver or haisting appliance operator, shall be properly qualified and no person under the
age of 21 years should be in charge of any hoisting machine including any scaffolding winch or give
signals to operator.

{iiiy In case of every hoisting machine and of every chain ring hook, shackle swivel and pulley block
used in hoisting or as means of suspension, the safe working load shall be ascertained by adequate
means. Every hoisting machine and all gear referred to above shall be plainly marked with the safe
working load. In case of a hoisting machine having a variable safe working load each safe working
load and the condition under which it is applicable shall be clearly indicated. No part of any machine
or any gear referred to above in this paragraph shall be loaded beyond the safe working load except
for the purpose of testing.

(v Incase of deparimentat machines, the safe working load shall be notified by the Electrical Engineer-
in-Charge. As regards contractor's machines, the contractors shall notify the safe working load of
the machine to the Engineer-in-Charge whenever he brings any machinery to site of work and get it
verified by the Electrical Engineer concerned.

Motors, gearing, transmissicn, electric wiring and other dangerous parts of hoisting appliances should
be provided with efficient safeguards. Hoisting appliances should be provided with such means as will
reduce to the minimum the risk of accidental descent of the load. Adequate precautions should be taken
to reduce to the minimum the risk of any part of a suspended load becoming accidentally displaced.
When workers are employed on electrical installations which are already energized, insulating mats,
wearing apparel, such as gloves, sleeves and boots as may be necessary should be provided. The
worker should not wear any rings, watches and carry keys or other materials which are good conductors
of electricity.

All scaffolds, ladders and other safety devices mentioned or described herein shall be rhaintained in safe
condition and no scaffold, ladder or equipment shall be altered or removed while it is in use. Adequate
washing facilities should be provided at or near places of work.

These safety provisions should be brought to the notice of all concerned by display on a notice board at
a prominent place at work spot. The person responsible for compliance of the safety code shall be

" named therein by the contractor.

To ensure effective enforcement of the rules and regulations relating to safety precautions, the arrangements
made by the contractor shall be open to inspection by the Labour Officer or Engineer-in-Charge of the
department or their representatives.

Motwithstanding the above clauses from (1) to (15), there is nothing in these to exempt the cantractor

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Model Rules for the Protection of

Construction of latrines: The inside walls shall be constructed of masonry or some suitable
heat-resisting non-absorbent materials and shall be cement washed inside and outside at
least once a year, Latrines shall not be of a standard lower than borehole system.

There shall be at least one urinal for male workers upto 50 and one for female workers upto
fifty employed at a time, provided that where the number of male or female workmen, as the
case may be exceeds 500, it shall be sufficient if there is one urinal for every 50 males or
females upto the first 500 and one for every 100 or part thereafter.

(@) The latrines and urinals shall be adequately lighted and shall be maintained in a clean
and sanitary condition at all times.

(b} Latrines and urinals other than those connected with a flush sewage system shall comply
with the requirementis of the Public Health Authaorities.

Water shall be provided by means of tap or otherwise so as to be conveniently accessible in
or near the latrines and urinals.

The contractor shall be responsible for
payment of any charges which may be levied by Municipal or Cantonment Authority for
execution of such on his behalf.

7. PROVISION OF SHELTER DURING REST

clean and the space provided shall be on the basis of 6.6 sg.m. (6 sft) per head.

These regulations may be called the C.P.W.D./PWD (DA) Centractors Labour Regulations. 1

2. DEFINITIONS

i) Workman means any person employed by C.P.W.D./PWD {DA) or its contractor directly or indirectty
through a subcontractor with or without the knowledge of the Central Public Works Department/PWD
{DA) to do any skilled, semiskilled or unskilled manual, supervisory, technical or clerical work for hire
or reward, whether the terms of employment are expressed or implied but does not include any
persen ;-

a) Who is employed mainly in a managerial or administrative capacity : or

h) Who, being employed in a supervisory capacity draws wages exceeding five hundred rupees
per mensem or exercises either by the nature of the duties attached to the office or by
reason of powers vested in him, functions mainly of managerial nature: or

¢)  Whoisan out worker, that is to say, person to whom any article or materials are given out
by or on behalf of the principal employers to be made up cleaned, washed, altered, ornamental
finished, repaired adopted or otherwise processed for sale for the purpose of the trade or
business of the principal employers and the process is to be carried out either in the home
of the out worker or in some other premises, not being premises under the control and
management of the principal employer.

No person below the age of 14 years shall be employed to act as a workman.

i) Fair Wages means wages whether for time or piece work fixed and notified under the provisions
of the Minimum Wages Act from time to time.

ii)  Contractors shall include every person who undertakes to produce a given result other than a
mere supply of goods or articies of manufacture through contract labour or who supplies contract
fabour for any work and includes a subcontractor.

iv)  Wages shall have the same meaning as defined in the Payment of Wages Act.

3. i) Normally working hours of an adult employee should not exceed 9 hours a day. The working day
shall be so arranged that inclusive of interval for rest, if any, it shall not spread over more than 12
hours on any day.

i) When an adult worker is made to work for more than 9 hours on any day or for more than 48 hours
in any week, he shall be paid over time for the extra hours put in by him at double the ordinary
rate of wages.

iy & Every worker shall be given a weekly holiday normally on a Sunday, in accordance with the
provisions of the Minimum Wages {Central) Rules 1960 as amended from time to time
irrespective of whether such worker is governed by the Minimum Wages Act or not.

b) Where the minimum wages prescribed by the Government under the Minimum Wages Act
are not inclusive of the wages for the weekly day of rest, the worker shall be entitled to rest

(e)  Any other deduction which the Central Government may from time to time ailow.

No fines should be imposed on any worker save in respect of such acts and omissions on his part
as have been approved of by the Chief Labour Commissioner.

Note :- An approved list of Acts and Omissions for which fines carn be imposed is enclosed at
Appendix-X

No fine shall be imposed on a worker and no deduction for damage or loss shall be made from his
wages until the worker has been given an opportunity of showing cause dgainst such fines or
deductions.

The total amount of fine which may be imposed in any one wage period on a worker shall not
exceed an amount equal to three paise in a rupee of the total wages, payable to him in respect of
that wage period.

No fine imposed on any worker shall be recovered from him by instaiment, or after the expiry of
sixty days from the date on which it was imposed.

Every fine shall be deemed to have been imposed on the day of the act or omission in réspect of
which it was imposed. )

Any person aggrieved by the decision and recommendations of the Labour Officer or other person so
authorised may appeal against such decision to the Supetintending Engineer concerned within 30 days
from the date of decision, forwarding simultaneously a copy of his appeal to the Executive Engineer
concerned but subject to such appeal the decision of the officer shall be final and binding upon the
contractor.

PROHIBITION REGARDING REPRESENTATION THROUGH LAWYER

i) A workman shall be entitled to be represented in any investigation or enquiry under these reguiations
by:-
a) An officer of a registered trade union of which he is a member.

b) An officer of a federation of associations of employers to which association referred to in
clause (a) is affiliated.

c)  Where the employers is not a member of any association of employers, by an officer of
association of employer connected with the industry in which the employer is engaged or
by any other employer, engaged in the industry in which the employer is engaged.

(i)  No party shall be entitled to be represented by a legal practitioner in any investigation or enquiry
under these regulations.

INSPECTION OF BOOKS AND SLIPS

The contractor shall allow inspection of all the prescribed labour records to any of his workers or to his
agent at a convenient time and place after due notice is received or to the Labour Officer or any other
person, authorised by the Central Government on his behalf.

SUBMISSIONS OF RETURNS
The contractor shall submit periodical returns as may be specified from time o time.
